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PER CURIAM:

The motions to remand filed by appellant and appellees are denied without prejudice to
the assertion of the arguments 1222 presented therein in the parties’ briefs on the merits.
Appellant shall file its opening brief within thirty days.

We note for future guidance that the pendency of a motion does not of itself suspend the
deadlines for the filing of briefs established by ROP R. App. Pro. 31(b), pursuant to which
appellant’s brief should have been filed several weeks ago. Because we have not previously
addressed this issue, we decline to dismiss this appeal.
