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PER CURIAM:

This matter comes before the Court on Appellant's Petition for Rehearing. In the Petition,
Superluck contends that the Court erred in holding that the sovereign immunity doctrine
precluded an award of prejudgment interest on Superluck's claim.

We have previously held that “[p]etitions for rehearing should be granted exceedingly
sparingly, and only in those cases where this Court’s original decision obviously and
demonstrably contains an error of fact or law that draws into question the result of the appeal.”
Espangel v. Tirso, 3 ROP Intrm. 282, 283 (1993). We have carefully reviewed the Petition and
the authorities cited therein L8 and find that it does not meet the standard for granting a
rehearing. Accordingly, it is ORDERED that the Petition be, and it hereby is, DENIED.
